The number of properties in Queensland with 
confirmed cases of Hendra virus totals eight this 
year. 
 
The number of confirmed horse deaths from 
Hendra virus in Queensland is ten. 
 
There are 87 horses being monitored daily by 
Biosecurity Queensland staff in conjunction with 
the horse owners. All horses currently appear to 
be clinically normal.
