LOOKING AFTER YOUR PONY IN SUMMER

Looking after your pony in summer may be different, depending on which part of Aus-
tralia you live. The amount of rain and heat in yo ur area means some areas still have
lots of grass, and some areas have none atall. Si  mple food for ponies can often be the
best. Some nice hay, and grass if available, may be all your pony needs. Founder or
laminitis can still be a problem is some parts of A ustralia so you still need to keep a close
eye on your pony’s weight.

The heat of summer means ponies need a good, clean and plentiful water supply. On
a hot day, they can drink large amounts of water. In some areas flies are a real nui-
sance and a fly veil or protective mesh eye guard c an make your pony
much more comfortable. Some type of shade makes the m more comfort-
able if possible. Remember, if your pony is rugged, that they feel the heat
too, and some rugs, particularly synthetic types, c an make them very hot on
a mild day. Some zinc cream or similar if they have a pink nose can help
with stopping sunburn.

Regular worming is important, particularly as the g rass gets low and they eat closer to
the ground.

Don't forget your pony and your other pets at Chris tmas! A big cuddle and something
special like carrots or apples is a great presentf  or your pony. Save some of Santa’s car-
rots for them!

Bot flies will lay eggs on your horse's legs in lat e summer. Because the eggs feel itchy,
your horse will lick her legs. The eggs pass fromt he horse's tongue to the stomach lining.
Next spring, the eggs will have turned into larvae and will be passed through the horse's
stools. Bot larvae rob your horse of nutrients and can even cause stomach ulcers. Re-
move the eggs from the horse's legs before they are ingested.
